Dear Neighbours and Local Residents,

We are the Franzini Family and we live on Dora Road. We would like to use this letter to
draw your attention to the speed of traffic on Leopold Road and the dangers in crossing
the road there.

Traffic

The speed of traffic makes it extremely difficult for cars, motorcycles and bicycles to join
Leopold Road from the side roads safely. In some cases it is necessary to pull right out
into Leopold Road before any approaching traffic can be seen clearly, allowing very little
reaction time for either party. There is an existing speed hump but it is not high enough
to make an impact on the traffic speed.

Pedestrian Crossings

Traffic speed makes it very difficult to cross the road safely on foot at any point other
than at the single pedestrian crossing towards the top of Leopold Road near Ricards
Lodge School.

Proposal

If there is enough support from local residents, Merton Council are willing to conduct a
feasibility study to add a pedestrian crossing on Leopold Road towards the lower end of
the road. There are several possibilities, including between Kenilworth Avenue and Dora,
Road (or between Woodside and Leopold Avenue). Adding a new pedestrian crossing
could also serve to slow down traffic on Leopold Road, helping cars, motorcycles and
bicycles to join safely from the side roads.
